Typical grant amounts range from $500.00 – $10,000.00.  We often offer matching grants, thereby encouraging groups to broaden their scope of funding.  

Because needs are great and funds are always limited, it is the intent of the founders to offer support for specific projects that focus on our target population, and hopefully, can affect societal change.  Types of funding we do not supply include: buildings, construction, capital expenditures, camps that are not locally located, sports activity booster funds, or on-going operational support.  Proposals are accepted at any time, and decisions are made on a rolling basis.
